Canada takes off: Record-breaking
presence at the 2025 Space
Symposium

The Consulate General of Canada in Denver led its
largest-ever Canadian Space Community delegation at
the 40thSpace Symposium in April 2025, marking a
milestone year for both the event and Canada’s
expanding partnership with U.S. aerospace companies.
For the first time, the Canada Pavilion featured 14 leading
organizations, highlighting Canada's growing leadership
and alignment with U.S. and allied space priorities. A
major outcome of the Symposium was the signing of
subcontracting agreements between Lockheed Martin
Space and four Canadian companies; ABB, Baline,
Marmen, and Velatron Technologies. Exclusive meetings
with U.S. primary suppliers as well as international
delegations drove new partnerships between Canadian
and U.S. companies, helping Canada's presence at the
Pavilion in Denver to foster innovation and commercial
growth. As the premier global gathering for the space
sector with over 30,000 attendees, participation at the
Space Symposium continues to strengthen Canada's
position as a trusted partner in shaping the future of
space exploration and commercialization.
