Canadian investments strengthens
Kentucky's manufacturing

Canadian E. Hofmann Plastics Inc. is growing its container
business and increasing capacity for customers in industrial,
D-I-Y, and food sectors in Kentucky. In 2025, it chose Hopkins
County for its first U.S. operation. The plastic packaging
manufacturer announced a $43 million investment in
Madisonville to include a new 100,000 square foot production
facility. The new plant, expected to be operational in 2026, will
augment existing operations in Ontario, and will feature
thermoforming and injection molding capabilities.

This Canadian investment will create 160 new local jobs. This
is an example of how Canadian investments and partnerships
with Kentucky are vital for local communities, providing
well-paying jobs and supporting regional economies.

Toronto-based ABC Technologies is a supplier of the plastics
systems and components to the automotive industry. In 2004,
the company established ABC Automotive Systems in
London, Kentucky, and has remained a fixture in the local
economy ever since. Over 100 people work at the Tier 1
supplier’s facility located on the vaunted north-south I-75
corridor that connects Canada to Florida. The company is a
long-standing part of the thriving Canada-Kentucky auto-
making ecosystem.
